Information about our T-ball

-Our t-ball games and indoor activities are for all children and players who have special abilities and any special medical conditions. 

-New 2010-- access every Saturday to a school gym.  Which means NO MORE RAIN DATES.

- Wheelchairs, walkers, crutches, canes-all equipment are a part of our game and that is what we are here for.  If your child needs assistance please feel free to help them hit the ball and run the bases and help participate in the other activities.

-We ask that parents help us in keeping the gym clean when we leave.  If we can all do our best to keep the above equipment clean when entering it should keep the gym floor clean.  It would be great to get in the habit of bringing indoor schools to prevent water getting in the gym as well.

- There is no cost at this point to participate in t-ball/activities.

-Heather (Organizer) has completed the Softball Canada’s Learn to Play Coaches Clinic and is very excited to bring all she learned to our games. 

- All our games will take place outside of the Drayton Community Christian School.  All other activities will take place in the gym of the school.  The ball diamond is located behind the school.

- Through a relaxed fun environment we hope to teach our children the basic aspects of baseball.  Rules of the game we hope to be followed but understand each child has their own needs.

- At this point we have no age limit for our players.  We expect parents to help us in keeping the games safe for all ages.

- Helmets are provided. Players are more than welcome to bring their own. We do our best to provide a uniform shirt to each player.  We ask that the uniform shirts be returned at the end of ball season.  This year we are going to limit the t-shirts to our “Heavy Hitter” players and if there is any extra we will give to siblings.

- If your child has their own equipment for the activities they are welcome to bring it. Please be sensitive to safety for all children when bringing equipment.

- Each week we all take turns bringing snacks and a drink, which we enjoy after the games.  Please no peanuts-this school does not allow any peanut product on the premises!

- All activities will start at 10:30am every Saturday.   We encourage players to arrive 10 minutes early to allow for us to figure out positions.

-We will have a 2-3 minute meeting with our players before the game, followed by a 15-30 minute warm-up (this time will be used to teach different ball techniques in a fun way), ending with a t-ball game/activity.  Each day we play can offer many circumstances so the above is subject to change.

- Siblings are more than welcome to participate in the games.  AS our team grows we may have to limit siblings from playing.  Please remind siblings of the children who will have special needs and sensitivities; as well games are not of a competitive nature.  This team was started for our children with special abilities to have a place of their own. 

-We will have zero tolerance regarding negative comments or aggression towards our players from players, parents, siblings and spectators.

-As there are no benches at the diamond you can bring your own camping chairs.

- We count on our families to spread the news of our t-ball and new activities this year to others who may be interested in having their children participate.

-At the end of the ball season we will have a potluck BBQ.  There will be an award ceremony to be announced.
